Executive Directive 05-105
Green Buildings

September 23, 2005

By virtue of the power and authority vested in me by Section 3.100 of the San Francisco Charter to provide administration and oversight of all departments and governmental units in the executive branch of the City and County of San Francisco, I do hereby issue this Executive Directive to become effective immediately:

1. Departments are notified of the following recent actions by the City to make City buildings more energy efficient and environmentally friendly:
a) San Francisco recently adopted a green building ordinance establishing a high level of environmental performance for all new city buildings, major renovations and additions. The ordinance, now Chapter 7 of the Environment Code, mandates that municipal building projects must meet the U.S. Green Building Council’s rating of Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Silver, optimizing the following elements in their design, construction and operation:  

· Sustainable Sites and Landscaping

· Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy

· Water Efficiency

· Durable, Less-Toxic Materials

· Indoor Environmental Quality.

b) The Environment Department’s Municipal Green Building Division has developed a series of resources, tools, and training sessions to aid City Departments implement this important legislation.  These resources will help departments to understand how to create green building projects that stay within established capital budgets, save operating expenses, and enhance the urban environment, as well as provide healthy places for citizens to live, work, and visit.  

2. Departments with contracting authority for land use and capital projects shall participate in the Department of the Environment’s upcoming green building training sessions.  Required departments include: Department of Public Works, Division of Real Estate, San Francisco Public Utilities Commission, Port of San Francisco, San Francisco International Airport, Municipal Transportation Agency, and San Francisco Recreation and Parks.  Please instruct the appropriate staff in your department to attend these and subsequent green building training opportunities in order to ensure that all new City facilities can meet this high standard.
