Executive Directive 05-103

Alternative Fuel Vehicles

September 23, 2005

By virtue of the power and authority vested in me by Section 3.100 of the San Francisco Charter to provide administration and oversight of all departments and governmental units in the executive branch of the City and County of San Francisco, I do hereby issue this Executive Directive to become effective immediately:

1. The City makes several findings about alternative fuel vehicles.  In the past several years, our government has made great strides toward ‘greening’ our vehicle fleet and reducing our dependence on petroleum-based fuels.  Currently, 10 percent of our entire city fleet is comprised of alternative fuel vehicles.  Our city currently owns over 500 compressed natural gas (CNG) vehicles and will soon have two CNG fueling facilities, as well as over 100 electric vehicles with 2 electric charging stations.  Our vehicle fleet is one of the most environmentally friendly in the United States.  Furthermore, by decreasing our use of petroleum-based fuels, the City and County of San Francisco has become a model for greater energy independence.  
2. The City has a clear primary objective to purchase more alternative fuel vehicles. Considering our ambitious environmental objectives set forth in the International Urban Environmental Accords recently signed in San Francisco, and the fact that alternative fuel vehicles and the necessary fueling infrastructure are often available and cost effective, I am committed to redoubling our efforts to purchase more of these vehicles.

3. The City has a secondary objective to purchase high efficiency vehicles in circumstances that require conventional fuel vehicles.  High efficiency vehicles include hybrid electric automobiles and vehicles that are certified by the California Air Resources Board as Super Ultra Low Emission, Vehicles (SULEV) and/or Partial Zero-Emission Vehicles (P-ZEV).  
4. Seventy-five percent of the City’s new purchases for non-emergency passenger automobile fleet shall be comprised of alternative fuel vehicles.  
5. Ninety percent of the City’s new purchases the non-emergency passenger automobile fleet shall be comprised of either alternative fuel vehicles or high efficiency vehicles.  
6. The Department of Administrative Services shall aggressively pursue alternative fuel and high efficiency versions of heavier duty vehicles.  

7. The Department of Administrative Services shall provide the Mayor’s Office with quarterly reports on departmental purchases of vehicles, including a breakdown of purchases between conventional and environmentally-friendly vehicles.

8. The Department of Administrative Services shall narrow the definition of emergency vehicles that are waived from the purchasing requirements under this order.
