LEGISLATIVE DIGEST

[This ordinance establishes the policy that the City should provide electricity to new City developments, where feasible.  It requires City departments to examine the feasibility of supplying electricity to all new City developments, including military base reuse projects, redevelopment projects and other City projects.  The City department or agency in charge of the development, in consultation with the San Francisco Public Utilities Commission, will report its evaluation to the Board of Supervisors in a timely manner.]

Ordinance establishing as the policy of the City and County of San Francisco that, where feasible, the City shall be the electricity provider for new development areas, including military bases and redevelopment projects.

Existing Law

Section 16.101 of the Charter declares that it is the purpose and intention of the people of the City and County, when public interest and necessity demand, that public utilities shall be gradually acquired and ultimately owned by the City and County.

Amendments to Current Law

This ordinance adds to current law the policy that the City should provide electricity to new City developments, where feasible.  It directs City departments to consider the feasibility of supplying electricity to all new City developments, including military base reuse projects, redevelopment projects and other City projects.  The City department in charge of the development project shall prepare, in consultation with the San Francisco Public Utilities Commission, an assessment of the feasibility of the City providing electric service to the development and submit its evaluation to the Board of Supervisors in a timely manner.

Background Information
This ordinance provides specific direction to City departments to further the goal of Charter Section 16.101 with regard to acquisition and control of utilities.  The City's provision of electricity to new City developments can provide for safe and reliable electric service as well as provide economic benefits for the development and the City. 
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
